DEVOTIONAL

TRUTH: From a Christian Perspective

The true/real definition of TRUTH is a somewhat nebulous subject for many folks. It can be said
that generally speaking, truth is not closely scrutinized by Christians as it relates to Biblical
Standards. [Does the reader see any agreement in this statement?]

This writer will attempt to do two things: (1) Exam ine the conceptions of  _truth , and (2)
Attempt to get the reader to do serious pondering astoits uses and_meanings .

THERE ARE BASICLY TWO CATAGORIES OF TRUTH: (1) Relative Truth (non-absolute
truth), and (2 ) Absolute Truth

RELATIVE TRUTH (non-absolute truth) is a situational truth  ; truth which depends on the
setting, on the circumstance, the background, and other such parameters which determines what is
true. Relative truth is limited to the nature of thinking and the conditions of knowing. Relative tr uth
depends on individuals and groups holding them. Please note - that all relative truth is not wrong
or bad. What becomes problematic  is when absolute truth  becomes comingled with relative
truth and the difference is blurred.

Pastor David, inhissermont oday (2/ 19/ 12) spoke about fdbeir
Being in the World exposes the Christian  to so much veiled untruth  that the Christian becomes
unaware of the Worldodés influence on al mo stshawv
BECOME ADDICTED to Facebook, text messaging, Television, Internet, ETC.,which can become
agents to distort the truth . Gossip, pettiness, trash-talk, can often been sent or read without
guestioning its truthfulness. Relative truth has reared its uagl y head!

(6) I f you poi ni
brothers and sisters, you will be a good minister of Christ Jesus, nourished on the truths of the
faith and of the good teaching [truth] that you have followed.

ABSOLUTE TRUTH:

Some absolute truth  can be observed and verified. A light is either on or off. It cannot be both
at the same time. One or the other is absolutely true . A body can be either alive or dead. It
cannot be both at the same time. One or the other is absolutely true . These are just but two
examples of observable absolut e truths .

Most absolute truths  in the Christian realm are unobservable and therefore have to be taken
on faith. God exists, Christ was God and man, | am born again and thus, after death, will be with
Christ in Heaven. Theseabsolute truths , taken on faith , are among the many platforms of our
Christian Faith.
